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1. About the Joint Division of Advanced Preventive Medicine (Doctoral Course)

Kanazawa University has established the Joint Division of Advanced Preventive Medicine,
Graduate School of Advanced Preventive Medicine with the objective of developing professionals who
can practice advanced preventive medicine in order to exhaustively analyze and evaluate the
characteristics of individuals and the environment from omics information to macro environment
information with a comprehensive grasp of zero prevention through tertiary prevention for personalized
prevention as a new methodology on the basis of traditional hygiology and the public health fields. This
division accepts students from April in academic year 2016. The Joint Division of Advanced Preventive
Medicine is a four-year doctoral course with a joint curriculum across three component universities -
Chiba University, Kanazawa University and Nagasaki University.

The joint curriculum effectively mutually utilizes the educational research resources of multiple
public and private universities with the objective of further promoting the enhancement and
strengthening of education, research and social contribution through cooperation among the higher
education institutions that organize the curriculum on a joint basis. At completion, students will receive
a degree listing the names of all three component universities.

@ Main Characteristics of the Joint Curriculum

(1) Students will receive a degree listing the names of all three component universities (Chiba
University, Kanazawa University and Nagasaki University). Students must acquire ten or more
credits from each component university for completion.

(2) A student’s home university shall be where their primary academic advisor teaches (mainly a full-
time teacher in charge of providing research guidance). They will receive instruction and advice on
educational research and campus life from a total of three academic advisors. One is the primary
academic advisor from the home university and the remaining two are sub-academic advisors, one
from each of the other component universities. Admitted students will be assigned a primary
academic advisor from the list found in section 3 (1), “Research Fields”

(3) While students may utilize facilities and equipment such as libraries at component universities, in
some cases they may not be able to utilize some facilities and equipment at component universities
that are not their home university.

(4) Students may utilize media and remotely access lectures offered at component universities from
their home university.
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2. Policies of Diploma, Curricula and Admission

H Diploma Policy

In the Division of Advanced Preventive Medical Sciences, we will confer a doctoral degree (Ph. D.
in Medical Sciences) to those who reached the following learning outcomes, acquired prescribed credits,
and passed the peer review and final examination of doctoral dissertation.

Learning Outcomes (Target Qualities)
® To be able to exhaustively analyze and evaluate the feature of individuals and the environment, and to

practice “advanced preventive medicine” aiming at personalized prevention by covering from zero
prevention to tertiary prevention.

® To acquire the ability to practice “advanced preventive medicine,” to lead various issues to solutions
in diverse and complicated medical sites and the society with advanced knowledge and technology.

B Curriculum Policy
In the Division of Advanced Preventive Medical Sciences, we construct the following curriculum
so that students can acquire advanced knowledge, technique and the ability to practice them.

® We establish a subject group on academic foundations such as “Medical Statistics and Epidemiology,”
“Bioethics,” and “Environment and Heredity,” which are the foundation of advanced preventive
medicine. In addition, students from the non-medical field must take subjects to acquire basic medical
knowledge.

® In order to acquire the methodology for practicing “Personalized Prevention” that comprehensively
covers from zero prevention to tertiary prevention, the following subject group has been set up:
“Omics Information,” “Engineering Technology and Medical Informatics,” “Macro Environments,”
etc.

® In order to solve problems of complicated medical scenes and the society, we have established a
variety of domestic and international field study subjects for acquiring the ability to utilize expertise
and do actual practice.

® Faculty members of the constituent universities will conduct systematic research guidance, including
subjects that strengthen research capabilities corresponding to the stage of acquiring knowledge to
write the dissertation.

Hl Admission Policy

In the Division of Advanced Preventive Medical Sciences, for the purpose of nurturing specialists
capable of practicing “advanced preventive medicine” aiming at personalized prevention by comprehensively
covering from zero prevention to tertiary prevention, exhaustively analyze and evaluate the
characteristics of individuals and the environment from omics information to macro environment
information as a new methodology based on the conventional hygiene and public health fields, we are
seeking the following students.

® Those with a wide range of perspectives and creativity, autonomy, ethics, strong interest in human
health and motivation for research

® Those who wish to practice “Personalized Prevention” based at his/her workplace, accumulating
experience at workplace such as a medical site or a health administration office, etc. as working adults

As a basic policy of selection, we comprehensively judge and select whether you have sufficient
qualifications to acquire advanced knowledge and skills. We will judge “whether you have fundamental
knowledge and English ability related to human health” in a written exam. Also, in the interview exam
(major subject), we confirm “whether you have basic qualifications necessary for this joint division.”

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4. Course Completion Requirements

Students must meet all of the requirements below in order to complete the Doctoral Course of the
Joint Division of Advanced Preventive Medicine, Graduate School of Advanced Preventive Medical
Sciences.

Students must attend the doctoral course for a minimum of four years. Students must acquire
a minimum of 35 credits in the classes and subjects prescribed in the Regulations of the Graduate
School of Advanced Preventive Medical Sciences: Appendix 2. Detailed requirements are as
follows:
1. Three or more credits from the subjects in the basic subjects of advanced preventive medical
sciences
2. Two or more credits from each subject offered by the three universities including three
credits of compulsory subjects in the subjects related to advanced preventive medical sciences
3. One or more credits from subjects related to domestic / international practical field studies
4. Total of three credits from project studies offered by Kanazawa University from research
assistance subjects and research practice reports offered by Chiba University and Nagasaki
University
5. Total of seven credits from special research I offered by Kanazawa University and research
development II offered by Chiba University and Nagasaki University
6. Total of 15 credits from special research II offered by Kanazawa University and research
development II offered by Chiba University and Nagasaki University
Note: Students with no medical background must acquire a minimum of 37 credits including
two credits within basic medical subjects
Students with no medical background are those who have completed a bachelor’s or master’s
degree program in the sciences, humanities (economics, psychology, etc.), or education. Students
will be notified at the time of admission whether they are classified as having no medical
background.
Among the required 35 credits (37 credits for students with no medical background), 15
credits must be acquired from compulsory subjects (17 credits for students with no medical
background) and 20 credits must be from elective subjects.

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8. About the Multiple Academic Supervisor System

In the Joint Division of Advanced Preventive Medicine (Doctoral Course), Graduate School of
Advanced Preventive Medical Sciences, a student’s home university shall be where their primary
academic advisor teaches (mainly a full-time teacher in charge of providing research guidance). Students
will receive instruction and advice on educational research and campus life from a total of three
academic advisors. One is the primary academic advisor from the home university and the remaining
two are sub-academic advisors, one from each of the other component universities. Students admitted to
this joint division will be assigned a primary academic supervisor depending on their research field as
listed in 3 (1), “Research Fields”. In addition, students will be assigned sub-supervising academic
supervisors from the component universities as listed in 3 (2), “Research Fields™.

The main characteristics of this system are as follows. Students are advised to understand the roles
of the primary academic advisor and sub-academic advisor in order to take full advantage of the system.
(1) Students receive broad instructions and advice from different perspectives on their research
assignments.
(2) Students receive detailed support research and life for each consultation and guidance.
(3) Students continue with their research assignment even if one of the academic supervisors leaves
the school.

9. Degree Application

To apply for a degree, Please refer to the internal regulations on P.28-33.
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Internal Regulations for Degree Application for Students of the Doctoral
Course, Graduate School of Advanced Preventive Medical Sciences

(Purpose)

Article 1: The purpose of internal regulations is to provide the necessary procedures concerning degree
application for students in the doctoral course of the Graduate School of Advanced Preventive
Medical Sciences (“Doctoral course”) in accordance with the provisions of Article 20 of the
regulations of the Graduate School of Advanced Preventive Medical Sciences.

(Eligibility for submitting a doctoral thesis)

Article 2: Students who have been in the doctoral course for four years or more and who have completed
35 credits or more (37 credits or more for students from non-medical courses) are eligible to submit
their doctoral thesis (“thesis”). However, those who have achieved outstanding research results may
submit their thesis after three years or more of enrollment in the course.

(Qualifications for submitting a thesis)

Article 3: The qualifications for submitting a thesis shall be approved by the Dean of the Graduate School
after obtaining confirmation from the academic supervisor. However, those who fall under the exceptional
clause in the preceding article shall submit a thesis that written based on support paper as listed in the
following items and gain approval upon the screening of qualifications by the Dean of the Graduate School.
(1) The support paper that form the base of the thesis eligible for submission as outstanding research

results has been published or plans to be published in the following journals designated by the
Meeting of the Graduate School of Advanced Preventive Medical Sciences ( “Meeting of Graduate
School” ) and the student is the lead author.

i. The journal’ s impact factor ranked five or more while the student submitting the thesis is enrolled.
ii. Specialized journals designated by the Meeting of Graduate School as recommended by the
respective research field (less than three journals for each research field including Graduate School
of Medical Sciences).

(2) The support paper provided for in the preceding items shall be accompanied by more than one
sub-thesis, which has been published in an international journal (designated by academic
supervisor), and the student is the lead author or co-author.

(3) The number of the thesis, support paper (for unpublished theses, submit a copy of publication
proof and a copy of the thesis) and sub-thesis to be submitted shall be one for each thesis.

(Degree application deadlines)

Article 4: The deadlines for degree application shall be defined as follows, provided, however, that the
degree application will not be accepted on Saturdays, Sundays, and public holidays during the period.
(1) Students who wish to complete the doctoral course on the day of the degree conferment

ceremony in March must complete the degree application from December 1 to December 25 of the
preceding year.

(2) Students who wish to complete the doctoral course on June 30 must complete the degree
application from March 1 to March 25 in the relevant year.

(3) Students who wish to complete the doctoral course on the day of the degree conferment ceremony
in September must complete the degree application from June 1 to June 25 in the relevant year.

(4) Students who wish to complete the doctoral course on December 31 must complete the degree
application from September 1 to September 25 in the relevant year.

2 In any of the following cases, students must confirm eligibility by submitting their thesis within one
of the periods provided from (1) to (4), provided, however, that the confirmation of eligibility will not
be accepted on Saturdays, Sundays, and public holidays during the period.

i. In the case where a student wishes to complete after attending the school for three years or more.
ii. In the case where a student is the co-author and not the lead author of an equivalent contribution
support paper or in the case where a student has written an equivalent contribution support paper
with three or more contributing authors regardless if a student is lead author.
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iii. In the case where a brief report or a preliminary report is submitted as a support paper.

(1) Students who wish to complete the doctoral course on the day of degree conferment ceremony in
March must complete the degree application from December 1 to December 7 of the preceding year.

(2) Students who wish to complete the doctoral course on June 30 must complete the degree
application from March 1 to March 7 in the relevant year.

(3) Students who wish to complete the doctoral course on the day of degree conferment ceremony in
September must complete the degree application from June 1 to June 7 in the relevant year.

(4) Students who wish to complete the doctoral course on December 31 must complete the degree
application from September 1 to September 7 in the relevant year.

(Submission of theses)
Article 5: Students shall submit their theses as follows:

(1) The submission procedures shall be as specified in Article 5 of the degree regulations of the school.

(2) The thesis shall consist of one piece and be an original English thesis authored or co-authored by
the student and in principle it shall be a full thesis that written based on the support paper.

However, for a co-authored thesis, it shall be handled as follows:

i The student submitting the support paper shall be the lead author. However, in the case where a
student is the co-author and not the lead author of an equivalent contribution support paper, the
student shall submit the research content and go through the screening of the Joint Management
Committee of the Medical Sciences and Advanced Preventive Medical Sciences (“Joint
Management Committee”) to receive approval of the Dean of the Graduate School, who may
allow the submission of the support paper as a co-author. In addition, for the support paper with
three or more equivalent contributing authors regardless of whether the student is the lead author,
the student shall submit the research content and go through the screening of the Management
Committee to receive the approval of the Dean of Graduate School, who may allow the
submission of the support paper. Also, in these cases, the support papers eligible for submission
shall be published in a journal as specified in the item i of Article 3.

ii  The co-authors shall not be a professor of the graduate school.

ili The students submitting theses shall obtain the consent from co-authors that the said thesis will
be used as a basis for doctoral thesis and attach a letter of consent. If the student cannot obtain
consent, attach a letter of explanation.

(3) The research results on the support paper shall be released at a public presentation. However, for
unpublished support papers students shall submit a publication proof (showing the name of a
published journal) to be deemed to be released at a public presentation.

(4) 7 copies of the thesis and 7 copies of the support paper shall be submitted.

(5) The support paper shall show that the applicant belongs to the school.

(6) For a brief report or a preliminary report it shall be deemed the support paper only with two-
thirds or more of the attending committee members’ affirmative votes at the Joint Management
Committee and with the approval of the Dean of Graduate School.

(7) The theses shall be accompanied by a summary of less than 2,000 characters.

(The screening of these)

Article 6. The theses accepted will be distributed to the Meeting of Graduate School committee members
and published in the methods specified separately.

2 The screening and final exam of theses shall be conducted by a board of review selected at the Meeting
of Graduate School. The board of shall be selected as follows:

(1) A (primary) reviewer and a (sub) reviewer are assigned to the board pf review, and allocated by
the Meeting of Graduate School committee members.

(2) The (primary) reviewer shall be an academic supervisor of the student submitting the thesis.

(3) There shall be two (sub) reviewers who are selected by a secret vote.

In this case, as the result of a vote where there are more than two members who received the
highest votes, all of the members shall be appointed as (sub) reviewers.
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(4) The following Meeting of Graduate School committee members shall be excluded from being a reviewer:
i The co-author of the support paper
ii A member who those whose name is provided in acknowledgements for the support paper.
In this case, the Dean of Graduate School appoints the reviewer (primary).
(5) In the case where a professor is related to the thesis submitted from a vacant department, the
Dean of Graduate School appoints the (primary) reviewer.

3 The screening method shall be determined by mutual consent of reviewers. The report of screening
results shall be as follows:

(1) The (primary) reviewer shall create a summary of the content of thesis within 1,000 characters or
a summary of screening results. In principle, the summary of screening results shall not be
accompanied by figures and tables.

(2) The summary of the content of thesis and the summary of screening results shall be reported by
a (primary) reviewer at the Meeting of Graduate School.

(Final exam)

Article 7. The method of final exam shall be by an oral examination with the participation of all reviewers.

2 The final exam shall be a public and attended by professors in charge of the division, graduate school
students, and those concerned in medical studies.

3 Students who are recognized by all of the reviewers as accepted shall be accepted and those who are
not recognized as accepted shall be rejected.

4 The determination results shall be reported at the same time as the screening of the thesis at the
Meeting of Graduate School.

5 In the case where there are difficulties in the results of the final exam, the board of review shall hold
it for two months. Students taking the final exam shall re-apply for the exam during the period with
the consent of the Dean of Graduate School.

However, the re-exam shall be provided after a month of the first exam.

6 As the result of exam in the preceding procedure, if a student does not pass, he/she shall wait for three
months or more from the date of determination in order to go through the procedure of degree application.

(Deliberations concerning degree application)

Article 8. The deliberations concerning degree application shall be done by a secret vote of the Meeting
of Graduate School in accordance with Article 12 of the degree regulations of the school. The
acceptance and rejection of degree conferment shall be determined by the Dean of Graduate School
after deliberations at the Meeting of Graduate School. However, students who are not accepted at the
final exam shall not be brought to deliberations.

2 Students who are rejected for degree conferment by the Meeting of Graduate School shall wait for
six months or more from the date of determination and submit a revised thesis or a thesis with new
content to apply for degree.

(Miscellaneous Regulations)

Article 9. Besides the matters provided for in the internal regulations, necessary matters concerning
degree application shall be deliberated by the Meeting of Graduate School and established by the
Dean of Graduate School.

Theses Review Criteria

For the review of a doctoral thesis for the Graduate School of Advanced Preventive Medical
Sciences, the review and final exam shall be provided concerning each item below in accordance with

the diploma policy of each division.

1 The support papers that form the base of the theses shall be published or be planned to be published
in an academic journal or association bulletin (limited to those with a peer review) with a proof.

2 The support papers shall be an original thesis authored or co-authored by the student, and in
principle, it shall be a full thesis. However, co-authored theses shall be written in English, and the
student shall be the first author.

3 The theses shall have a research task that is appropriate to the degree applied for.

4 For the execution of research, appropriate research method shall be deployed and the acquired results
are properly explained and examined.

5 The cited theses are selected properly.

6 The summary of the thesis provides the content of overall thesis in a proper manner.

7 For the execution of research, necessary ethical reviews and approvals have been acquired.

8 Students shall be determined to have specialized knowledge and practical skills in the relevant

research domain and the skills for understanding and resolving questions accurately in order to obtain
doctoral degree.
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10. Student Life

1. Building Access

All of the buildings of the School of Medicine are locked during weeknights, Saturdays, Sundays,
and national holidays.

Buildings Locked: Monday to Friday: 9:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m.

Weekends and national holidays: All day

In order to enter the buildings during the periods when they are locked, pass your student ID card
over the card reader.

Buildings accessible by student ID cards: Halls A, B, C, D, E, F,

and the connecting corridor from the second floor of Hall A to the second floor of the North Ward
of the University Hospital.

2. Parking pass (pass card)

Due to the limited parking spaces available on the Takara-machi Campus, the issuance of a parking
pass to students whose commuting distance is less than 3 km is restricted to those with special
circumstances.

If you wish to apply for a parking pass, obtain, complete, and submit the application form from the
Graduate Student Affairs Section (Medicine).

The monthly charge for the parking pass is 1,575 yen.

Once the application procedure is completed, a parking pass will be issued from the parking control
office (extension: 3748). You may check there as to whether the issuance of a parking pass has been
approved. It usually takes two to three days from the day of application. If you have been issued a pass,
bring pay the appropriate fee at the parking control office.

3. Payment and Exemption of Tuition Fees
(1) Tuition
The 2020 tuition fee for the doctoral course is 535,800 yen per year (267,900 yen for the first
semester and 267,900 yen for the second semester for academic year 2017). If the tuition fee is
revised during an academic year, the new tuition fee will apply to the payment for your next
semester onwards.
(2) Direct Debit Tuition Payment System
Students must initiate an account transfer payment of tuition fees from their bank account or
other financial institution to the university’s designated account. The transfer deadline is three
business days before the last business day of May and November respectively. Be sure to have
sufficient funds in your account before the transfer date. For inquiries about the account transfer
payment system, contact the Treasury Office, Financial Management Department, Finance
Division, Administration Bureau (076-264-5066).
(3) Exemption from Tuition Fees
A student may be exempt from paying the total amount, half of the tuition fees, or may be
granted an extension to the payment timetable if the student has difficulty paying for tuition under
any of the following circumstances:
For details, please go to Kanazawa University’s official website (URL http://www.kanazawa-
u.ac.jp) and click “Current Students” . Then click “Support for Living.”

4. Updating Personal Information

As the information will be used in cases of an emergency, it is important to keep the student/next of
kin address and contact phone number up to date. If contact details have changed, go to the university’s
website (http://www.kanazawa-u.ac.jp) and click “Current students”. Then go to “Acanthus Portal” to
update your personal information.
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5. Notices and Announcements for Students
Information on thesis review schedules and lecture timetables are on the separate handout.

6. Periodic Health Checkups

In accordance with the School Health Law, the university offers annual medical checkups for
students in April. All students must undergo the checkup. Remember that the university cannot issue a
health certificate unless the medical checkup has been completed.

7. Health Service Center, Takara-machi Sub-office (Infirmary)

The infirmary is located on the first floor of Hall F. Entering the building from the main entrance,
Hall F is on the right. A doctor or nurse administers first aid treatment appropriate for health problems
that occur during classes or extracurricular activities and also offers health consultations.

For the days and times when doctors and nurses are available, check the bulletin board in front of
the room, or visit the Kanazawa University Health Service Center website (URL: http://www.kanazawa-
u.ac.jp/hsc/index.html), and click “Services”.

8. Length of the Course Term and Attendance Period Limit
(1) The standard length of the course term is two years (24 months).
(2) Students cannot be enrolled for more than four years (48 months).

9. Temporary Withdrawal (Leave of Absence), Return to the Course, Permanent
Withdrawal, and Attendance Extension
(1) Temporary Withdrawal
Required document: Request for temporary withdrawal
Submission deadline: The 20th of the month prior to the month in which you would like to leave
your studies.

* Temporary withdrawal can be requested if a student is leaving the school for one months or
longer reasons such as illness.

- A student may submit a request for a temporary withdrawal after the semester has already
started (after April or October), but the tuition fee for the rest of the semester will not be
refunded depending on th period of the request.

- The maximum length of a temporary withdrawal is 48 months.

(2) Return to the course
Required document: Request for reinstatement
Submission deadline: The 20th of the month prior to the month in which you would like to
resume studies.

- Ifyouwishtoreturntothecourseduring aleave of absence,complete the procedures forreinstatement
by the 20th of the month prior to the month in which you would like to resume studies.

(3) Permanent withdrawal
Required document: Request for permanent withdrawal
Submission deadline: The beginning of the month in which the student wishes to withdraw.
- A student’s request for permanent withdrawal will not be approved without payment of the
tuition fee for the semester.
(4) Attendance Extension
If the student does not complete his/her studies within the standard term of four years, the
student does not need to apply for an extension. The student will be automatically enrolled until
the date the degree is awarded (commencement). If the student attends for longer than four years,
they must be exchanged the student identification card every year.
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10. Long-term Attendance Policy

The Graduate School of Advanced Preventive Medical Sciences (Doctoral Course) has a long-term
attendance policy that enables students who have difficulty completing the course within the standard
length of time for a good reason (such as having a profession outside of the school) to plan and
implement a study program exceeding the standard term and still obtain a degree.

If the student wishes to use this system, please contact the Graduate Student Affairs Section

(Medicine).

@D To be eligible, a student must fall into one of the following categories and therefore have
difficulty completing the course within the standard length of time. However, students in their final
year cannot use the system.

(1) A working professional whose time for study is significantly limited by causes related to
his/her profession.

(2) A student partaking in childcare or nursing care that significantly limits available time for
study.

(3) A student in circumstances other than (1) and (2), who has compelling reasons that are
accepted by the Graduate School of Medical Sciences.

@ Application Deadline for Long-term Attendance

The middle of February and mid-August of each academic year
® Maximum Period of Extension
The allowed length of an extension differs depending how long you have been attending.
@ Tuition Fees for Students in the Long-term Attendance Program
(Annual tuition for the standard program X 4 years) / (total length of extension period) = annual
tuition for the longer-term program

11. No-smoking Policy

As an institution with the mission of training and developing medical professionals, the School of
Medicine, the University Hospital, and the Cancer Research Institute have taken the initiative of
implementing the development of environments compatible with comfortable living, education/research,
and contributing to the promotion of healthy local communities. Therefore, the university has
implemented a no-smoking policy on the entire campus and in all buildings.

Smoking is also prohibited off campus, especially in the vicinity of Tsukushinbo Kindergarten in

order to protect the health of the children.
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11. Regarding Doctor Name Lending

The name lending of doctors not only impairs sound management of health insurance businesses
but also induces false claims of medical bills by health insurance institutions and pharmacies while
significantly damaging the public’s trust toward medical care and universities. The Graduate School of
Medical Sciences has established preventive measures concerning the name lending of doctors (separate
sheet). Students and faculty are asked not to engage in the act of name lending.

In the case where students work at medical institutions (including part-time), they must complete a
“medical institution employment form” from his/her department or the Medical Student Affairs Section.
The form must be then be submitted it to the Graduate Student Affairs Section (Medicine).

* Name lending is when a doctor who accepts patients covered by health insurance lends their name
to other doctors of medical institutions authorized to treat patients with health insurance coverage
without actually working the case.

This also includes doctors who do not work full-time but have their name as a manager, a doctor
who accepts patients covered by health insurance, or a full-time doctor. Even if the doctor thinks
they are working part-time, it also falls into the category of name lending when a medical institution
increases their work hours and registers them as a doctor who accepts patients covered by health

insurance.
